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Definition
The Fit for 55 package is a set of proposals to revise and update EU legislation and to put in place new initiatives to ensure that EU policies are in line with the climate goals agreed by the Council and the European Parliament.
Context
The European Climate Law enables EU countries to reduce their emissions by 55% by 2030. Additionally, the EU has mandated its member states to work on new legislation to help achieve this goal and make the EU climate-neutral by 2050. 
Stakeholders

EU institutions:
· The European Commission – proposed the package in 2021, sent legislative proposals.
· European Council – discusses the proposals sent by the European Commission with representatives from the 27 member states.
· European Parliament – holds legislative power, shaping, debating, and voting on the legislation.
Member states: responsible for implementing the EU's Fit-for-55 policies.
Implementation
· Extension to Emissions from Maritime Transport
· Faster Reduction of Emission Allowances and Phasing Out of Free Allowances
· Inclusion of the Global Carbon Offsetting and Reduction Scheme for International Aviation (CORSIA)
· Increased Funding for the Modernisation Fund and Innovation Fund
· Revision of the Market Stability Reserve
Conclusion 
Fit for 55 is an ambitious EU strategy aimed at achieving a 55% reduction in greenhouse gas emissions by 2030 and reaching climate neutrality by 2050. This initiative encourages EU institutions, including the European Commission, the Council, and the Parliament, to work together to establish a legislative framework that member states will implement. The European Commission plays a key role in proposing laws, while the European Council and Parliament shape, debate, and pass legislation that aligns with the EU's climate targets. Member states hold responsibility for enacting these policies at a national level, ensuring that the EU's climate goals are met across all regions.
